This month, Barbara Provest shares a bit about her 
gardening and daylily interests. 
 

 
It took me a while to find NEDS as I was busy 
growing daylilies from 1965.  My Mother, 
Grandmother and Great-Grandmother all grew 
daylilies and I remember playing on my Great-
Grandma’s farm and seeing the tall clumps of orange-
red fulvas, Kwansos, and others growing around the 
fence we used to crawl under.  They all got passed 
along to me, as you know they spread.  Back in the 
60s to 80s I used to collect from the Wild’s catalog 
and even tried “red” daily seed growing, which took 
persistence and got me some of the worst looking 
daylilies I have ever come across.  
 
After 20 years of being in a garden club, I got pretty 
good at gardening and going to flower shows.  That is 
where NEDS found me on the Tuesday night I first 
spied John Pike’s daylily pictures.  Needless to say I 
was hooked and came to my first meeting which was a 
potluck and a lecture on digital photography by Nick 
Chase.  Since then 1,036 different cultivars have 
followed me home due to the magic of our twice a 
year sales and auctions.    Our garden is an AHS 
display garden, so call before visiting to be sure of a 
tour. When I gave tours at night with a flashlight and 
the daylilies weren’t even in bloom, and it wasn’t 
even daylily season but we just read the markers, I 
knew I was a passionate hemaholic , a real daylily 
addict, --an old joke, but true in my case. 
 
My first job at NEDS was program chairman which I 
was bribed into with the offer of Don Marvin’s H. 
‘Bermuda Coral’  and worth it.  I must say the 
position I have now is one I am more suited for and I 
thoroughly enjoy, Garden Manager of the NEDS 
Display Garden at Elm Bank in Wellesley, MA, help 
always gladly accepted.  I became a daylily judge five 
years ago so that I could recognize when I had 

something really nice in my camera lens.  Being a 
photographer gives you the ability to step into other 
gardens and recognize what is growing without 
reading the markers, as you learn to tune into the 
details of each flower. One of the best parts of 
becoming older is that you have time to be more 
observant. 
 
At Elm Bank, home of the Massachusetts 
Horticultural Society, I took the plunge and became a 
Master Gardener and then a lecturer for them at 
flower shows and garden clubs on my favorite subject, 
the durable daylilies of the NEDS display garden.  In 
the garden you might spy a hawk, a deer, watch 
darning needles with 4” bronze wings come off the 
river to rest on a scape, a wedding guest will stroll by 
with a glass of wine, you can speak to visitors with 
children from all over the world about daylilies, watch 
birds build a nest and raise a family in daylily foliage, 
watch a 12-year old pollinate as many flowers as he 
could find after you showed him how.  It’s a real kick 
and you never know who you will meet.

I grow my home daylilies in shade, so never have a 
problem making seed.  I only have room to raise about 
350 seeds a year, so I am very thoughtful about what 
crosses I do make, always keeping in mind my goal of 
pink or white daylilies that bloom all summer. Have 
no fear that I will actually get anything good enough 
to register, but I have such fun doing it. Thanks to 
Mike Huben for all the mentoring hints, tips and 
seeds. Thanks to all of you at NEDS from whom I 
have learned so much. 



I am now helping my girls get their daylily gardens 
started and I must say they do better at growing them 
as their gardens are in full sun.  I love teaching my 
granddaughter, Caroline, about them as she is a sixth 
generation daylily grower and has her own gardening 
hat, gloves, watering can, tools etc. and can fertilize 
with the best of us.
