Secretary’s Report – April 11th, 2009 
 
Board Meeting

This month, we are spotlighting two members of  
NEDS :  Darlyn Wilkinson from Topsfield, MA and 
Joan Dahl, from Ashburnham , MA.

Greywood Farm is a small commercial Nursery 
located in semi-rural Topsfield, on a historic 1670s 
property, about 40 miles north of Boston. MA. We 
specialize in cutting edge Daylilies, unusual Japanese 
Irises, and the newest Hostas. Our weather zone here 
is listed as 6A. However, because we are on a south 
facing, wind swept hill, the fall and spring freezes and 
thaws sometimes feel like a Zone 4, minus the snow 
cover. 
 The Nursery is owned and operated by myself, 
Darlyn Wilkinson, and is tolerated by a good natured 
spouse and several hunt horses.  I grew up on a farm 
in northern Ohio, and learned all there was to know 
about gardening from my dad, who grew tomatoes as 
large as melons, corn no raccoon would dare to touch, 
and harvested the best hay in all of Ohio.  
 
            I started to garden seriously in the early 
1980’s, during a career in commercial architecture in 
NYC. After various moves to N.C, N.H and 
Georgetown, MA, we currently settled in Topsfield 12 
years ago – moving thousands of plants from 
Georgetown in horse trailers. (But, that’s another 
article). I began hybridizing daylilies in 1990, and 
started working with Japanese Irises one year later, in 
1991. That was 19 years ago, and I haven’t looked 
back since! Judy Deene has been my ‘right hand’ here 

at the Nursery and has braved the two moves from NH 
to MA with a great sense of humor. 

 
 I suppose my biggest mentor in the field of 
daylilies was Al and Irene Melin, and I spent many 
hours listening and learning at their home in Exeter, 
NH. I recall the feeling of awe standing among Al’s 
creations and listening to him enthusiastically speak 
on hybridizing. His knowledge was invaluable and his 
generous sharing of pollen was the beginning of what 
has now become a way of life here at Greywood 
Farm. The Melins were my entry into NEDS many 
years ago, and it’s hard to believe I’ve been a member 
for 20+ years! 
 

 
‘Greywoods Lips A Quiver’   Wilkinson 2009 
 My daylily hybridizing program continues to 
run full speed ahead. We plant outside roughly 4,000 
to 6.000 seeds yearly, after a brief period germinating 
in the winter greenhouse. Raising a crop of seedlings 
is like rearing a family, The demands are constant, 
and the results can be unpredictable, but I continue to 
work towards certain goals. Tet. spiders are a primary 
focus, along with unique patterns and unusual colors. 
I’m forever seeking those attributes, along with 
hardiness and the abilities of each plant to withstand 
the neglect they often receive here. We water only 
when necessary, and care is limited to horse manure 
and a handful of mulch at planting time. Hybridizing 
guidelines are strict and just a pretty face doesn’t 
make the cut. Needless to say, from the critical eye of 
a designer, many seedlings don’t, and my compost 
pile grows yearly.

 The seedling beds seem to hopelessly expand 
yearly, yet I doubt I’ll ever be allowed to consume the 
horse space. It has been a challenge to select the best 
seedlings for introduction, and I always look forward 
to that task every summer. After all, I have the vision 
of a true blue toothy spider in my mind’s eye, and my 
dad’s gardening spirit still lives within my soul. 
 
 Please come visit us on Friday afternoons 
during the summer.  The horses especially love pats 
and carrots.

  At the end of August, a new phase in life begins for 
our friend Joan Dahl. Unfortunately for all her dear 
friends in Ashburnham and in NEDS, we will be 
seeing less of her as she begins her new life as “a 
Southerner”.  This came about rather suddenly and 

unexpectedly when she went to Florida during the 
winter to visit family and ended up buying a house 
down there not too far from her son and his family. 
Joan is a deeply spiritual person and as she explained, 
“I just knew this was what I was supposed to do.” 
Her large home and one acre garden here with over 
700 registered cultivars and 1000 or so seedlings,  
have become just a little too much even with all her 
enthusiasm for growing and hybridizing daylilies 
which hasn’t diminished. 
     Joan grew up in New York City and was never a 
gardener until years later.  She became interested in 
growing herbs and often exhibited herbs at the 
Worcester County Horticultural Society exhibitions. 
One year, she saw the daylilies also exhibited at the 
show and was hooked. She has been growing daylilies 
for at least 20 years and hybridizing for 10 of those 
years. 
      It all started when she noticed lots of “bee pods” 
in her garden and decided to see what would grow 
from them. Her main interests are spiders, unusual 
forms, and miniatures and she works mainly with 
diploids.  Some of her favorite parents are DALLAS 
STAR, ORCHID CORSAGE, ITSY BITSY SPIDER 
and NUTMEG ELF.  This year she hopes to register 
her first cultivars. 
     In Joan’s words, “I’m not very scientific.  So most 
of what I do is by the seat of my pants.  Some flowers, 
like ITSY BITSY SPIDER and NUTMEG ELF are so 
fertile, the bees often beat me to it. I’m often surprised 
by what comes out of a cross like the red seedling that 
I got out of the yellow ITSY BITSY SPIDER.   I 
expect that when I’m in Florida, I will be going in a 
more focused direction.  Since I’ll have less room for 
seedlings and registered parents, I’ll have to be more 
selective about what I keep.” 
    Joan is currently setting aside the plants she will 
bring with her when her son helps her move to Florida 
later in August. Meanwhile, she is selling about nine-
tenths of what she has in her Ashburnham garden 
since she doesn’t want to leave new tenants with all 
that work. 
    Since Joan has been an active member of NEDS for 
15 years and a two-term board member, we will all 
miss her. If you are interested in helping her find new 
homes for the daylilies she can’t take to Florida, give 
her a call at 978-827-3337           Her prices are 
reasonable and her knowledge extensive.

To date, almost 70 cultivars have been donated; we 
need well over 200.  A complete list of members' 
donations will be posted in the summer bulletin. 
 
For nearly 40 years, NEDS has sponsored the 
Don Marvin - New England Daylily Society 
Display Garden at Heritage Museum and 
Gardens in Sandwich, MA.  Those who 
attended last month's NEDS meeting heard 
Jeannie Gillis, Director of Horticulture at 
Heritage, explain the huge new water feature, 
the Fountain Flume, that will be completed at 
the end of this year.  Members who have visited 
our display garden at Heritage know that the 
horseshoe shaped sundial garden features only 
daylilies.  The Fountain Flume will be located at 
the top of the horseshoe, meaning that the 
crowds going to view this new feature will have 
to parade past hundreds of daylilies, thereby 
bringing thousands of new visitors to our 
display garden. 
Even though this garden is a jewel and our 
daylilies one of the main features at Heritage, 
NEDS has received much publicity and 
advertising with very little effort on our part.  
Of the thousands of daylilies on display, most 
were registered in the 60's and 70' s, with no 
spiders, very few doubles, and hardly any 

ruffles.  Each year, for the past 10 years, NEDS 
has given Heritage the twelve (12) Award of 
Merit (AM) cultivars. (These are already older 
cultivars - in 2009, we will purchase the '03 
winners, whose registration dates could be 5 to 
8 years old.)  Two years ago, in an attempt to 
give our display garden a newer look, members 
contributed 80 newer cultivars.  In turn, 
Heritage totally maintains our garden with 
planting, signage, weeding, deadheading, water, 
etc.  They do the all work, and NEDS gets the 
credit. 
 
The opening of the Fountain Flume feature 
presents members with a unique opportunity to 
earn some of this credit.  We are asking each 
club member to contribute at least two (2) 
newer cultivars (1995 or newer) to  our 
Heritage Display Garden. 
 
In an attempt to eliminate duplications, please 
contact me, Dan Pessoni, at 
danthelilyman@aol.com  (or 508-255-9348) 
with the names of your contributions.  They can 
be bare rooted, two or more fans, and must be 
labeled.   Donations should be brought to our 
club plant sale at Tower Hill on May 9th.
