January 9, 2016, Meeting called to Order 10:00 AM

Members Present: Kathy Viamari, George Viamari, Lisa Lipomi,
Tom Riccio, Mike Sczerzen, Joan Hutcheon, Susan Stowe, Adele
Koehan.

1. Minutes from November 14, 2015 meeting approved.

2. Treasury Report: Tom Riccio reported that the money earned by
the club from the Dave Mussar 50/50 auction was approximately the
same as the expenses.

3. May Sale — will be held at the Gardner’s Fair on May 14, 2016.
Adele has volunteered to man a table with plants donated by NEDS.
Some plants will come from a Daylily Dividing Day conducted by
Carl Harmon on May 7%. Additional donations are needed.

Additional selling spots will be available — let Adele know and she will
provide information on registering for space. Each seller will pay the
